
  

Bread Pudding 
A Recipe to Die For 

 

This is an oldie but goodie that Alfredaõs grandmother used to make. 

Ingredients: 

1 (1pound) loaf white bread, torn into small pieces.  

1 quart hot milk  

3 egg whites, beaten  

2 Tablespoons vanilla extract, golden  

1 cup raisins,  

2 cups sugar,  

3 tablespoons butter         

Directions 

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees 

2. Mix bread and raisins. 

3. Pour hot milk over bread.  

4. Blend eggs, sugar, and vanilla.  Mix well with bread mixture. 

5. Melt butter in 9x13 -inch pan, pour bread mixture over butter, and bake 40 min. 

Serve hot or cold.
